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Chapter 1. Introduction 
1.1 BACKGROUND 

Long term sustainability of cities depends on promoting walking, cycling and public transport services. Public 

Transport carries more people, is less polluting and takes up less road space than the equivalent number of personal 

vehicles. City bus services can meet the public transport needs of most cities in a cost effective and efficient manner. 

Structured bus services, which form the essential requisite of meeting the transport demand in Indian cities, are often 

deficient.  

The poor quality of public transport contributes to the shift towards personal modes and other less efficient modes of 

transport and its attendant negative impacts of traffic congestion, increased air pollution levels and road safety 

problems on roads in most of the Indian metropolitan cities. Unless deliberate steps are taken to develop and 

implement environmentally friendly urban transport systems, India‘s urban areas may well become the single largest 

source of GHG emissions. National Urban Transport Policy (NUTP, 2006) and National Environment Policy , 2006 

have been framed by the Government of India (GoI) to emphasize the use of sustainable modes of travel like public 

transport and non-motorized modes and to reduce the global and local emissions from transport. To achieve these 

goals the GoI through the Ministry of Urban Development (MoUD) intends to initiate programs, which promote shift to 

more environment friendly modes of urban transport.  

Therefore, taking forward the initiatives of improvement in public transport under National Urban Renewal Mission 

(NURM) and SUTP, GoI through MoUD initiated the project on Efficient & Sustainable City Bus Services (ESCBS) with 

focus on improvement of Bus Transport through support to maintenance infrastructure, fleet management, ITS and 

improvement in fuel efficiency etc.  The proposed project is designed to complement the baseline project, Bus Funding 

Scheme of the GoI under the NURM, through additional activities beyond fleet acquisition/ replenishment that would 

help realize its full potential. The following three are the main components of the project: 

Component 1: National Capacity Building for Urban Bus Sector - As part of this component, policy, regulatory and 

fiscal constraints will be reviewed at national, state and city levels to  promote efficient and high quality city bus 

services and policy notes developed for discussion and debate among key stakeholders on areas of reform . It will also 

cover capacity building initiatives involving development of knowledge materials, training ac tivities, knowledge sharing 

and cross learning events, dissemination of best practices etc. in cutting edge areas aimed at development of the 

overall urban bus sector in the country. 

Component 2A: City Demonstration Projects - Physical Improvements - This component shall support physical 

improvements targeted at modernizing the city bus services in demonstration cities including (i) modern depot 

equipment for improved maintenance and life of buses, (ii) modern Intelligent T ransport Systems (ITS) and 

Management Information Systems (MIS) - to make the services more user friendly and for improved planning and 

management of operations to enable optimal use of resources. 

Component 2B: City Demonstration Projects: Technical Assistance (TA) and Capacity Building - The capacity 

building and technical assistance component is targeted at supporting the modernization efforts of selected 

demonstration cities. These shall include the following kinds of activities: (i) institutional strengthening, capacity 

building and training, (ii) business planning including route planning and rationalization, (iii) marketing and branding, 

(iv) technical support with private sector participation including mainstreaming of informal sector, (v) vehicle and driver 

performance management with a view to improving fuel efficiency through improved maintenance and driver‘s training, 

(vi) technical support to MIS/ ITS implementation, (vii) incremental operational expenses. 
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1.2 PROJECT CYCLE 

The project cycle for the project components being considered under the ESCBSP include the process from project 

selection up to the point of project closure. Briefly the project cycle comprises the following four main stages. Its 

components and subcomponents are outlined in the Table 1-1. 

(a) Project Preparation  

(b) Project Implementation  

(c) Project Completion

This manual would also be a useful guide to the National 

Project Management Unit (PMU) at the Ministry of Urban Development, Government of India and the funding agencies 

of ESCBS projects. 

To address the various operating procedures required for each component and subcomponent of the project cycle, 

this manual has been presented in the following chapters, which is as follows:

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Chapter 2. Selection, Preparation, Appraisal and 
Approval of Projects 

Project preparation includes a sequence of activities starting with project selection and followed by project scoping, 

proposal preparation, its appraisal and approval, preparation of detailed project report and its final appraisal and 

approval.   The procedures adopted for each activity are briefly explained in this chapter.  

2.1 PROJECT PREPARATION FOR COMPONENT 1 

The project preparation activities for the Component 1 will be identified after detailed deliberation by the PMU/ MOUD 

and the World Bank. The focus area of the identified activity under the component would be on capacity building in the 

urban bus sector  and the activities identified could include (i) developing policy notes to assist nodal government 

departments at the national and state level to address identified issues; and (ii) capacity building of the urban bus 

sector through development of knowledge materials (training toolkits), training activities, knowledge sharing and cross 

learning events, dissemination of best practices etc. in cutting edge areas aimed at development of the overall urban 

bus sector in the country. 

The implementation of the identified sub-component will be carried out once it is duly accepted by the World Bank and 

the MOUD. 

2.2 PROJECT PREPARATION FOR COMPONENT 2 

2.2.1. Project Selection 

Proposals for the implementation of demonstration projects are initiated by Implementing Agencies (IA), which have 

the authority to implement all components of the project.  In case of projects requiring multi -agency involvement, a 

joint proposal can be initiated.  

The objective under the Project is to make city bus services more attractive (thereby enabling a shift from personal 

modes to public transport) and also allow a more optimal use of the available facilities (thereby effecting greater 

efficiency in the use of the available facilities). Therefore, the kinds of activities that could be considered include: 

¶ Service planning and route rationalization (to enable a more optimal use of the buses)  

¶ Use of ITS – for vehicle tracking and passenger information systems – to make the services more user friendly 

¶ Use of ITS – for improved management information systems, inventory management systems, vehicle dispatch and crew 

scheduling, maintenance management  

¶ Vehicle and driver performance management with a view to effect fuel efficiency improvement through targeted maintenance 

of the poorest performing vehicles and targeted training of the poorest performing drivers, use of incentive mechanisms for a  

focus on fuel efficiency, etc. 

¶ Improved collection, management, analysis, reporting and use of data for more scientific planning – to enable optimal use of 

facilities 

¶ Use of smart cards – for more efficient collection of fares, enabling integration of fares and better data collection 

¶ Infrastructure improvements  for depot modernization (the GEF grant will fund mainly equipment and goods and not civil 

works) 

¶ Technical support with private participation  

¶ Marketing and branding 

¶ Training for improving driving skill and behaviour of crew through simulators to make the services more attractive to users 

¶ Financial sustainability improvements through innovative revenue sources. 
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One of the prerequisites for accessing assistance under this project is that the city has received buses under the 

NURM and has a population size between 1- 4 million. In addition, the selection and preparation of demonstration 

projects are to confirm to the following: 

i) demonstration potential of the proposal;  
ii) commitment of the implementation agency; and  
iii) Geographic coverage.  

2.2.2. Project Scoping 

Demonstration projects are to address infrastructure requirements as well as bus operations. Extent of the project 

focuses not only on what can be designed and implemented within the project term, but also give attention to the 

operation and longer-term sustainability of each demonstration project.  

2.2.3. Public Consultation during Project Preparation 

Proposals should be prepared through a consultative or participatory process involving stakeholders and the 

community. Public participation should be generated with stakeholders through the use of various methods, such as 

in-depth interviews, public meetings, workshops, focus group discussions etc. Consultations shall also be held with 

vulnerable groups.  

2.2.4. Project Proposal 

Project proposals shall be submitted in the template provided in the Appendix 2.1 to facilitate presentation of 

proposal. The template is designed to provide general information about the project and detailed information about 

existing public transport issues and needs, future vision, components of the project, benefits from the proposed 

improvements, ongoing efforts, estimated costs, impac ts and institutional arrangement for project implementation. 

2.2.5. Appraisal and Approvals 

Project proposals in the required format shall be submitted to the National Project Director (NPD), Project 

Management Unit (PMU), ESCBSP, located at G Wing, Nirman Bhavan, Maulana Azad Marg, New Delhi 110108.  The 

PMU will review the proposal and if found acceptable, shall recommend it for approval to the Steering committee of 

ESCBSP. 

2.2.6. Detailed Project Report 

Project proposals approved by the MOUD shall then be required to prepare a detailed project report (DPR) covering all 

aspects as suggested in the generic ToR for DPR preparation given in Appendix 2.2.  The completed DPRs shall be 

submitted to the PMU. 

DPRs appraised by the PMU and World Bank based on the criteria mentioned in Appendix 2.3 and found acceptable 

shall be recommended for approval by the MOUD.  Following this the IAs shall be eligible to source funds as approved 

by the Steering Committee.   

2.2.7. Expenditure on Project Preparation 

For projects approved for funding under the ESCBSP, expenditures on PPR and DPR shall be reimbursed to the IA 

(upto 80% of the cost) by the MoUD in the form of grant (subject to following of due process).  For projects not 

accepted, the expenditure incurred on project preparation shall be borne by the IA. 
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2.2.8. Public Consultation during Implementation 

It should also be envisaged that during the program implementation, the consultative process will be carried forward to 

ensure that the affected population and other stakeholders are informed, consulted, and allowed to participate actively 

in the development process.  

During implementation and monitoring, information dissemination to APs (Affected Persons) and other key 

stakeholders in appropriate ways is the most important stage where consultations will play an important role. This 

information will be prepared in the local language and also English, as required, describing the main project features 

including the entitlement matrix.  The consultation and information disclosure process will be undertaken as outlined in 

chapter 4 of this Operations Manual. 

2.2.9. Participation Agreement 

A participation agreement shall be signed by the MoUD, participating cities and their respective state/ UT governments 

to formalize the funding plan and the mutually agreed terms and conditions of project implementation and its 

subsequent maintenance and operation. 
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Chapter 3. Project Implementation and 
Management Setup 

This chapter briefly outlines the project management setup established at the national and city level to implement the 

ESCBS Project and discusses the tasks and staffing requirements of these establishments.  

The project management structure has been envisaged to enable effective communication and distribution of 

responsibilities amongst the three primary stakeholders namely the GoI, State Government and the individual 

Implementing Agency.  Figure 3-1 gives the proposed structure of the ESCBS project management and the flow of 

execution and reporting system.

3.1.1. Steering Committee  

A Project Steering Committee under the chairmanship of the Secretary, MoUD, GoI that is currently overseeing the 

SUTP shall be responsible for ESCBS Project also. The Steering Committee consists of members from MoEF, DEA, 

MoUD. Representatives from the World Bank, project cities and respective State governments may be invited to 

meetings as and when required. The Steering Committee would be the approving authority for all policies and 

executive decisions and guide and oversee the work to be taken up under the project.  

3.1.2. Project Management Unit  

The Ministry of Urban Development (MoUD) is the nodal ministry for implementing the ESCBS on behalf of the 

Government of India. The ESCBS is to be managed by a dedicated Project Management Unit (PMU) constituted by 

the MoUD.  This would be the executive agency of the MoUD which would operate under the overall directions and 
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guidance of the Steering Committee. The PMU will provide technical assistance to MoUD in planning, preparation, 

procurement, fund management and reporting required for component 1 and overall supervision of implementation of 

Component 2.  

The proposed structure of PMU is shown in Figure 3-2. The PMU will be headed by a National Project Director (NPD) 

who will be a senior official of MoUD.  The NPD would be assisted by a National Project Manager (NPM) who would 

be an interface between PMU and various committees of the government like the advisory, steering committee etc. 

The National Project Manager will be assisted by a team of professionals and other support staff.

Main tasks of PMU would be to: 

¶ Plan, program and execute the components of ESCBS and provide advisory support to the participating cities. 

¶ Evaluate and appraise the project documents submitted by the participating implementing agencies and advice the GoI 

to take decisions and accord approvals. 

¶ Coordinate the activities among the many implementing agencies, the State Government and other  Ministries of GoI to 

ensure on-time implementation. 

¶ Monitor the progress of project activities during the project period and take necessary actions where ever required.  

¶ Evaluate the outcomes of the projects being implemented under the three components and suggest how these can be 

formalized in the urban transport planning process in India. 

¶ Complete the processes required for closing the project after its implementation at the end of project period.  

Officials of the PMU 

National Project Director (NPD) 

A senior officer of the MOUD will be designated as the National Project Director and who would also be a member of 

the Steering Committee.  As the executive head of the PMU, the NPD has the responsibility to implement all 

components of ESCBS under the directions and guidance of the Steering Committee of MoUD.  The NPD would be 

supported by aA team of technical experts led by the NPM, who would provide technical support to the NPD provide 
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technical support for planning, preparation, procurement, execution, m onitoring, evaluation, fund management and 

reporting required as part of the overall project management activity.  

National Project Manager (NPM) 

PMU will have a team of Specialists who would provide technical support in their respective area of expertise.  

Activities of all of these experts are to be coordinated and managed by a National Project Manager (NPM). In addition, 

the NPM will assist the NPD in the day to day management of the ESCBS.  

The PMU would have two groups of staff as shown in Figure 3-2. The first group shall be responsible for overall 

project implementation management and carry out all administrative and financial functions with l imited technical 

functions. The second group shall be responsible for providing all technical inputs required during project 

implementation like preparation and review of project documents, supervision of implementation in project cities, 

technical guidance to cities, project implementation and impact monitoring. The list of members of each of the groups 

has been discussed in the following paragraph. 

Group 1 

The tasks, responsibilities and expertise required of each individual shall be: 

Deputy Project Manager cum Transport Specialist 

The Deputy Project Manager (DPM) will be expected to assist NPM in planning, implementation, monitoring of 

implementation of various components of the ESCBS.  As a Transport Specialist would also be required to advice on 

transportation planning policies and procedures and provide all assistance to the NPM in all aspects of project 

management.  

Finance and Accounts Specialist 

The Finance and Account Specialist is to handle all tasks related to project finance, accounting, auditing  and reporting 

required in all three components of ESCBS implementation.   

A Project Coordinator /Liaison Assistant to handle inter-ministerial and inter-departmental liaison work, and an 

Office Assistant to handle the office correspondence and logistics would be the other support staff (Executive 

Secretary and Office Assistant) required in the PMU. 

These professionals will be appointed in the PMU directly by the MoUD.   

Group 2 

The services of this team of experts may be obtained through a Consultancy firm  Service for which a Terms of 

Reference has been prepared. The team shall include: 

¶ Team Leader cum Transport Specialist 

¶ Environment Safeguard Expert 
¶ Social Safeguard Expert 

¶ ITS Specialist      

¶ M & E Expert  

¶ Training Expert   

¶ Procurement Expert 
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Statutory Auditors  

Audit of accounts is a requirement of all public projects.  Consequently, the PMU would need to appoint a Statutory 

Auditor to certify the audited accounts.  The detailed terms of reference explaining the responsibilities of the Internal 

and Statutory Auditors have been given in PID Vol.4.  

3.1.3. State Level Nodal Agency (SLNA) 

The State Level Nodal Agency (SLNA), as per NURM guidelines, will be was responsible for reviewing the bus funding 

proposal and request for of all the cities selected under this project and forwards forwarded it to the MoUD. The 

MoUD, which will then put it up to the Central Sanctioning and Monitoring Committee (CSMC) and once endorsed by 

CSMC, the request for release of fund is was then sent to MoF, which directly transfers transferred the funds to SLNA, 

which then in turn passes passed it on to the IA.  The SLNA is also responsible for addressing issues related to buses 

procured or being procured under the NURM. 

 

3.1.4. Implementing Agency (IA) 

Projects approved by the Steering Committee shall be implemented by the concerned Implementing Agency in each 

city.  The IAs shall be the approving authority for all executive decisions concerning the project at the city level.  

3.1.5. Project Implementation Unit (PIU) 

Implementing Agencies (IA) in each of the participating cities, shall constitute a Project Implementation Unit (PIU) to 

manage and monitor the day to day work programs and schedules during the course of executing the various 

components and subcomponents of the project.  The PIU will be guided and monitored by the PMU. The project 

management team at the PIU level will be headed by a Project Manager and will have the following technical staff: 

¶ Project Manager; 

¶ Finance and Accounts Officer; 

¶ Procurement Expert; 

¶ Environment and/ or Social (as required) Expert; 

¶ Bus Transport Expert; and  

¶ A full time Project Officer (could be any of the above or a dedicated individual) . 

The Project Manager PIU shall be an appointee of the IA and shall represent the IA. He/she will be the executive 

officer responsible for the overall management of the program and shall be assisted by the finance manager to handle 

the day-to-day project management activities. He/ she shall also be responsible for leading the PIU team in various 

project management activities and liaise with the MoUD and the World Bank. He will be particularly responsible for 

preparing the Project Implementation Plan (PIP) and making best efforts to implement the project according to the 

agreed PIP without serious cost and time overruns. He shall be assisted by the Project Officer. 

Other professionals could either be appointed by the IA directly or outsourced through a Project Management 

Consultant service. 

The Finance and Accounts Specialist will manage the project accounts as per the Financial Management Manual 

prepared for the project. He/ She shall undertake budget preparation, keeping accounts, IUFR preparation and 

coordinate timely audits. 

The Environmental/ Social Safeguard Specialist will help in assessing all negative impact of the project and help the 

PIU to address such impacts with the help of the ESMF drafted for the project. During the project execution these will 
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have to be meticulously followed so that lapses in these should not turn out to be serious cause of delay in project 

implementation. He/she shall also ensure that these provisions are strictly followed and not violated during execution. 

The Procurement Specialist will help in carrying out all the procurements under the project with strict adhe rence to 

conditions of procurement laid out in the Operations Manual for timely execution of project and ensuring funding. 

The Bus Transport Specialist will be responsible for ensuring that the activities financed under the project are effective 

measures to achieve sustainable city bus transport objectives.  He/she may suggest adjustments/modifications to the 

project if needed to attain the technical quality required, and may propose new activities to reach project goals. 

3.2 TRAINING OF PIU STAFF 

To facilitate the training of PIU staff that may need training to familiarize themselves with the procedures and methods 

required as part of this project, the PMU shall arrange need based training programs as and when required for each 

area of specialization. 
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Chapter 4. Environmental and Social Management 
Framework 

4.1 INTRODUCTION 

The ESMF applies only to the Component 2 of the Project. It identifies the potential impacts in the project cities due to 

the planning, design, implementation and operation of the projects and outlines the management measures required 

for an effective addressal of the same. The adoption of this framework shall ensure that the projects meet the national 

and state level environmental and social requirements and are also consistent with the applicable safeguards policies 

and provisions of the World Bank. A separate manual for environmental and soc ial management under the project 

have also been prepared and could be referred for more detailed project implementation procedures and is available 

on the MOUD‘s and project website. 

4.2 APPLICATION OF THE ESMF 

This ESMF lays down the principles and guidelines for addressal of environment and social safeguard impacts due to 

the implementation of the ESCBS in the selected cities, to be taken up as part of the Component 2 of the project.   

The key objectives of the ESMF are to: 

¶ Provide a framework for the integration of social and environmental aspects at all stages of the project planning, design, 

execution and operation of various sub-components 

¶ Ensuring positive social and environmental impacts of sub-projects and avoid/minimize and manage any potential adverse 

impacts 

Application of ESMF to the sub-projects enables preparation of a standardized environmental and social assessment 

documents for appraisal and implementation. This shall enable identification of environmental social impacts that have 

to be addressed in the DPRs or EA / SA.The ESMF shall be applied to all stages of the project as illustrated in Figure 

4.1 below.   

These projects shall be subjected to necessary environmental and social assessments, as mandated by the GoI / 

state governments and conforming to the safeguard policies of the World Bank Environmental and Social Safeguard 

requirements. If any of the projects fall under CRZ, irrespective of the prior EC clearance, these projects have to 

obtain clearance from the State Coastal Zone Management Authority. 

4.3 APPLICABLE LEGISLATIONS & POLICIES 

The Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 provides for protecting and improvement of overall environment in the region. 

While this act is applicable to the project area, several acts and rules arising out of these legislations are applicable to 

the sub-projects. Some of the important acts applicable are listed below: 

¶ Notification on Environment Impact Assessment of Development projects (and amendments)  

¶ Wildlife Protection Act 

¶ Water (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act (and subsequent amendments) 

¶ Air (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act (and subsequent amendments)  

¶ Noise Pollution (Regulation and Control) rules 2000 

¶ Central Motor Vehicle Act &Central Motor Vehicle Rules 

¶ Hazardous Wastes (Management and Handling) Rules

While the above acts could be judged to be applicable, the applicability of Coastal Regulation Zone (CRZ) notification, 

2011 could only be determined If any of the sites are in this zone. Other applicable legislations of the Government of 

India are indicated below  

¶ The Buildings and Other Construction Workers (Regulation of Employment and Conditions of Service) Act, 1996 

¶ Petroleum Act, 1934; and 

¶ The Factories Act, 1948 

With respect to the social and resettlement issues, at the central level, the Right to Fair Compensation and 

Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act, 2013 and the National Resettlement and 

Rehabilitation Policy, 2007 are the applicable policies. However, currently the project does not envisage any land 

acquisition. While at the state level, respective state governments have formulated a resettlement policy for various 

multilaterally funded projects being undertaken in the states and these would be applicable. 
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In addition, the World Bank policies such as Environmental Assessment OP 4.01, Cultural Properties OP 4.11, and 

Involuntary Resettlement OP 4.12 will be applicable in sub-projects involving civil construction activities and removal of 

squatters / encroachers. 

4.4 GAPS IN REGULATORY SYSTEM 

The environmental and social impacts that are likely in the project are to be addressed in accordance with the 

applicable policies, guidelines and legislations in force in the country and in accordance with the World Bank 

Guidelines. A critical review of legislative support available for addressing the identified impacts in the project indicates  

a comprehensive legal regulatory system that exists in India. No gaps in the regulatory system were identified in the 

project. 

4.5 ENVIRONMENTAL AND SOCIAL SCREENING 

The purpose of ―environmental/social screening‖ is to get a preliminary idea about the degree and extent potential 

environmental impacts of a particular sub-project, which would subsequently be used to assess the need for further 

environmental/social assessment. Screening shall be undertaken to categorise the sub-projects into: 

¶ Type 1 – The sub-projects that would involve land acquisition and/or significant social impacts. These sub-projects would 

need to be excluded from further consideration in the project. 

¶ Type 2 – The sub-projects that require a full review and are likely to involve environmental impacts and impacts on non-

titleholders that would require an EIA / SIA and project specific EMP / RAP. 

¶ Type 3 – The sub-projects that would require limited review involving generic environmental and social impacts that could be 

addressed through a generic ESMP.  

While the screening is conducted for sub-projects in all the four current project cities presently, any candidate cities 

and further candidate sites that would be included in the project would also need to undergo the screening process 

mentioned. The sub-projects that have been categorised and the magnitude of impacts, the nature of project activities 

and project vicinity, is worked out and presented inTable 4-1. The screening format and checklist used have been 

given at Annex 2 and 3 respectively of the detailed ESMF.

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4.6 POTENTIAL IMPACTS & MANAGEMENT MEASURES 

No major impacts anticipated from the activities involved in undertaking the project components other than minor 

construction impacts associated with the erection of equipment and construction of Depots. Some of these impacts 

however would be of varying intensity, though minor, with respect to the location of the components.  

The Impacts being analysed are associated with site selection and project location on environment related impacts as 

there would be no impacts on communities. In case of impacts associated with construction of depots, except in case 

of Mira - Bhaiyandar, only generic construction impacts limited to air pollution and noise impacts are anticipated. The 

management measures for identified impacts are worked out which are to be elaborated and suitable for 

implementation during the course of the project design. The impacts and management measures are presented in the 

Appendix 4.1. 

4.6.1. Involuntary Resettlement 

Sub-projects conceived under ESCBSP currently do not involve any relocation of squatters and encroachers nor does 

it envisage large scale social and resettlement impacts. However, in the event of such impacts occurring in the project 

area, entitlement framework suggested as part of the ESMF will need to be adhered to. All R&R activities should be 

completed before the construction activity starts, on any project. Formats for undertakingsocial assessment and RAP 

preparation should be carried out as per format given in Annex 9 of the ESMF manual. The impacts and 

corresponding entitlements considered in such cases have been presented in Table 4-2.

4.6.2. Cultural Property Resources 

Currently, there are no cultural property resources in the sub-project areas conceived in the GEF-ESCBS. If any 

candidate sites and candidate cities that are included in the project at later stages, a ll necessary and adequate care 

shall be taken to minimize impact on cultural properties (which includes cultural sites and remains, places of worship 

including temples, mosques, churches and shrines, etc., graveyards, monuments and any other important structu res 

as identified during project preparation and all properties/sites/remains notified under the Ancient Sites and Remains 

Act). No work shall spill over to these properties, premises and precincts. 

Civil works that involve earth excavation are likely to involve ―Chance Find‖ of archaeological properties and remains. 

It should be ensured that required care is taken from the crew to not damage these relics or remains that are found eg. 

an idol, ancient implements, fossils etc. Procedures laid down in the framework ESMP shall be followed. 

4.7 CONSULTATION FRAMEWORK 

4.7.1. Participation / Consultation Framework 

The Participation Framework envisages involvement of all the stakeholders at each stage of project preparation and 

implementation. The PIU will be responsible for 

ensuring participation of the community at sub-

project level. Involvement of the community is not 

limited to interactions with the community but 

also disclosing relevant information pertaining to 

the project tasks. Community participation shall 

be undertaken at the project preparation and 

implementation stages:  

Project Preparation Stage – for disseminating 

information pertaining to the project, work 

schedule and the procedures involved; finalisation of 

project components with identification of impacts, entitled persons, mitigation measures and Grievance Redressal; and 

Implementation Stage –  

¶ Construction Stage- for addressing temporary impacts during construction and monitoring for transparency in the project 

implementation and Grievance Redressal, if any.  

¶ Operation Stage - for notifying commencement of project after completion of construction works and to address any 

grievances received during the project operation. 

The specific stages at which consultations have to be carried have been identified and provided in Annex 4  of the 

detailed ESMF.

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4.7.2. Information Disclosure 

Information disclosure procedures are mandated to provide citizen centric information as well as all documentation 

necessary for addressing any queries under Right to Information Act that came into effect from October 2005. A 

computer based information management systems shall be employed to disseminate information pertaining to the 

project on the MoUD‘s and various IA‘s website. Disclosure of information will enhance governance and accountability 

specifically with respect to strengthening of monitoring indicators to help MoUD and the World Bank monitor 

compliance with the agreements and assess impact on outcomes.    

A designated Information Officer shall be responsible for ensuring timely and complete dissemination in accordance 

with this policy. Information shall be provided in a timely and regular manner to all stakeholders, affected parties, and 

the general public.  Access by the public to information and documentation held or generated by MoUD and IAs will 

facilitate the transparency, accountability, and legitimacy as well as operations overseen by them. The following 

information shall also be displayed / disseminated, wherever applicable: 

¶ Project specific information needs to be made available at each construction site through public information kiosk  

¶ Project Information brochures shall be made available at all the construction sites as well as the office of IAs and the office of 

Engineer in charge 

¶ Reports and publications, as deemed fit, shall be expressly prepared for public dissemination e.g., vernacular versions of the 

EIAs, ESMPs, RAPs as applicable along with English versions, Executive summary of the project documents in local 

language. 

4.8 MONITORING AND REPORTING 

PIUs will be responsible for compliance monitoring and reporting to the PMU at the centre. An officer in PIU shall be 

designated as the Environment & Social Safeguards officer to ensure compliance of the project activities with the 

World Bank safeguards as well as oversee implementation of environment and social provisions as per the ESMF, 

EMP and RAP where applicable.  

The objectives of Monitoring and Evaluation include: 

¶ Project management and timely completion; 

¶ Successful completion of Environmental management, R&R activities identified in the EMP and R&R plan as per the 

implementation schedule; 

¶ Compliance with the Environmental policy, R&R policy and entitlement framework.  

Reporting system recommended in the Annex – 11 of the detailed ESMF shall be adopted with due modifications 

specific to the project. The Environment and social officer shall play a key role in reporting the progress of 

implementation as well as compliance to the PIU, PMU and the World Bank. 

4.9 GRIEVANCE REDRESSAL MECHANISM 

Grievance redressal mechanism is envisaged as a forum for people to express their dissatisfaction over environmental 

pollution from construction or operation activities, compensation and R&R provisions.  

The current proposed projects in the 4 cities do not envisage any land acquisition impacts. Impact on environment and 

social aspects are also limited in nature and quantum. Assessment of the current situation of grievance redressal in 

the selected IAs has revealed that there is a sound system in place in all the four cities. Therefore it is proposed to 

continue with the existing grievances redressal mechanisms of the IAs.  

However, incase of new projects that may involve high environment and social impacts, a Grievance Redressal 

Committee (GRC) shall be constituted within the PIU to monitor and review the progress of implementation of the EMP 
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/ ESMP and rehabilitation and resettlement plan for the affected families. The GRC shall also carry out post 

implementation environmental and social audits wherever EMP / ESMP / resettlement activities are to be undertaken. 

The committee shall include the following members: 

¶ Heads of the IAs as the Chairman 

¶ Environment and Social officer of the PIU; 

¶ A representative of a voluntary organization; 

¶ Representative/s of the affected community(or communities)  

The functions of the Grievance Redressal Committee shall be: 

¶ to publicize within the city the list of affected persons, if any and the functioning of the grievance redressal procedure 

established hereby; 

¶ to publicise the contact numbers of consumer cell, helpline and complaint cell at locations of high visibility to provide 

grievances of any environment pollution, cleanliness of operational areas, safety and accidents; 

¶ to evaluate grievances from  affected persons concerning the application of the Entitlement Policy; 

¶ to recommend to the Environment and Social Officer, PIU as the case may be, solutions to such grievances from community 

and affected persons as applicable; 

¶ to communicate the decisions to the complainants & claimants; 

¶ to hear appeals from persons, households or groups who, not being affected persons, believe that they are qualified to be 

recognized as affected persons, to recommend to the PIU whether such persons should be recognized as affected persons, 

and to communicate the decision of the PIU in this regard to the Claimants; 

¶ To ensure that all notices, forms, and other documentation required by Claimants are made available in local language.  

This Grievance Redressal Mechanism devised is applicable to all the project cities considered under the ESCBS. 

4.10 CAPACITY BUILDING AND TRAINING 

The Environmental and Social Officers involved in the project need to be provided the basic training required for 

environmental awareness followed by specific aspects of Bus Sector Projects along with  Environmental implications in 

the project. The training should cover basic principles of environmental assessment and management; mitigation plans 

and programmes, implementation techniques, monitoring methods and tools. Specific issues of Urban Environmen tal 

Management would need to be undertaken in separate sessions. Typical modules that should be present for the 

training session are: 

¶ Sensitization of the project implementing agencies on environment and social aspects 

¶ Introduction to Environment, Social and Resettlement Aspects 

¶ Environment, social and resettlement Considerations in Urban Transport Projects with special reference to Bus Transport 

¶ Review of EA/EMP & SIA/RAP and Integration into Design 

¶ Improved co-ordination within Nodal Departments 

¶ Special Issues in ESCBS 

¶ Role during construction 

¶ Monitoring & Reporting System 

Target groups for training would be the environment and social officers of PMU and PIU for all the sessions and 

engineers / planners / managers for orientation sessions. The training sessions should be followed with site visits to 

have a ‗hands on‘ approach to the program. While all the modules suggested are applicable for Chandigarh, Jaipur 

and Mira-Bhayandar, only selected modules are suggested for Bhopal, given the limited intervention in terms of 

construction activities. 
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4.11 UPDATION AND REVISION OF ESMF 

The ESMF would be utilized for screening of projects as well as implementation of the specified environmental and 

social provisions in the sub-projects of GEF-ESCBS. Any factors that would have implications on compliance to World 

Bank, Government of India or respective state government environmental regulations that arise during the course of 

project implementation and not addressed through this ESMF would need to be addressed through updation of the 

ESMF. 
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Chapter 5. Procurement Management 
 

5.1 INTRODUCTION 

Procurement is a critical element in project implementation and unless carried out efficiently and promptly, the full 

benefits of the project cannot be realized. Poor procurement leads to project delays, cost overruns, complaints by 

bidders, and affects creditability of the associated institutions. To enable uniform and effective procurement, this 

chapter provides general guidelines to all concerned. The responsibility for the execution of the project and for the 

awards and administration of the Contracts under the project rests with the PIU. These guidelines pertain to 

procurement, utilizing GEF/WB funds, either in part or full. Implementing Agency [IA] shall be responsible for 

procurement of goods, works and services in accordance with the provisions of the Grant Agreement, including the 

provisions of prior review by MoUD/ PMU and the World Bank, if required, at various stages of procurement. 

Procurements for sub-components under the project being funded entirely by the MOUD or the IA funds shall be 

carried out using their respective guidelines. 

All procurements using GEF/WB funds under the project, would be carried out as per the "Guidelines, Procurement of 

Goods, Works, and Non-Consulting Services under IBRD Loans and IDA Credits and Grants January 2011" including 

latest modifications if any and "Guidelines, Selection and Employment of Consultants under IBRD Loan and IDA 

Credits & Grants by World Bank Borrowers, January 2011" as also the latest modifications if any (together termed as 

―The Procurement Guidelines‖).  

In the event of any inconsistency/lack of clarity, IAs would be required to contact PMU/Bank for clarifications as the 

provisions of ―The Procurement Guidelines‖ shall prevail upon the provisions of the manual.  

It is the Bank‘s policy to require that Borrowers (including beneficiaries of Bank loans), as well as bidders suppliers 

and contractors observe the highest standards of ethics during the procurement and execution of contracts. In 

pursuance of this policy, the Bank has defined various aspects of unethical practices and consequent sanctions by the 

Bank under the heading ―Fraud and Corruption‖ in para 1.16 of the Procurement Guidelines, January 2011, and para 

1.23 of the Consultant Guidelines.  The IAs should carefully go through these for implementation while  arranging 

procurements of Goods, Works and Consultants with Bank‘s financing.  

5.2 MISPROCUREMENT 

As per para 1.14 of Procurement Guidelines and 1.19 of the Consultant Guidelines for procurement of Goods/works 

and Services respectively the Bank does not finance expenditures for procurements not undertaken with full 

compliance of the agreed provisions of the Grant Agreement and as elaborated in the Procurement Plan. In such 

cases, the Bank will declare misprocurement, and it is he policy of the Bank to cancel that portion of the loan allocated 

to the procurement of either goods/works or services that have been misprocured.  

The Bank may in addition, exercise other remedies provided under the Grant Agreement. Even once the contract is 

awarded after obtaining a ―no objection‖ from the Bank; it may still declare misprocurement if it concludes that the ―no 

objection‖ was issued on the basis of incomplete, inaccurate or misleading information furnished by the Borrower or 

the terms and conditions of the contract had been modified without Bank‘s approval. 

5.3 PROCUREMENT PLAN 

A Procurement Plan (PP), in the format given in Appendix 5.1, will include estimated cost of each package, the 

method of procurement/selection, the prior review requirements and other bidding details. It shall be prepared by 
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implementing agency and the same shall be finalized in consultation with the Bank. It shall be prepared only for first 18 

months of project implementation and shall be revised annually or earlier. First procurement, irrespective of its value 

shall be subject to prior review by the World Bank under the project. The PP will be updated in agreement with the 

Bank to reflect the actual project implementation needs.  

5.4 STANDARD BIDDING DOCUMENT AND RFP 

Procurement of Works, Goods or Services other than consulting services shall be made using Bank‘s Standard 

Bidding Documents (SBD) and as agreed with the Bank.  All consulting services shall be procured following Standard 

Request for proposal (RFP).The Standard documents have been shared with the cities and may be downloaded from 

the website http://worldbank.org/procure. For National Competitive Bidding (NCB), the model bidding documents 

agreed with the GOI Task Force will be used for bidding incorporating latest guidelines on fraud & corruption. 

5.5 PROCUREMENT OF GOODS AND WORKS 

5.5.1. Methods of Procurement 

A) National Competitive Bidding (NCB)      

NCB is also competitive bidding advertised nationally for procuring Goods or Works. However, foreign bidders are not 

to be precluded from participation, and Domestic preference will not be applicable. 

To be adopted where: 

¶ For packages costing less  than  US $3,Million * (Goods)/US $ 40 Million (Works)  

¶ Works are scattered geographically or spread over time; 

¶ Works are labour intensive; 

¶ The Goods and Works are available at prices below international market and the advantages of ICB are clearly outweighed 

by the administrative or financial burden involved.   

Requirement: 

NCB procedures will be in accordance with the requirement of Paragraph 3.3 and 3.4 of the World Bank procurement 

guidelines and with the following additional conditions: 

¶ Only the model bidding documents for NCB agreed with the GOI Task Force (and as amended from time to time) shall be 

used for bidding; 

¶ Invitations to bid shall be advertised in at least one widely circulated national daily newspaper, at least 30 days prior to the 

deadline for the submission of bids; Alternately , abridged version of advertisement can be published with linkage to  widely  

used portal with free access 

¶ No special preference will be accorded to any bidder either for price or for other terms and conditions when competing with 

foreign bidders, state-owned enterprises, small-scale enterprises or enterprises from any given State; 

¶ Except with the prior concurrence of the Bank, there shall be no negotiation of price with the bidders, not even with the lowest 

evaluated bidder; 

¶ Extension of bid validity shall not be allowed with reference to contracts subject to Bank‘s prior review without the prior 

concurrence of the Bank (i) for the first request for extension, if it is longer than four weeks; and (ii) for all subsequent 

requests for extension irrespective of the period (such concurrence will be considered by the Bank only in cases of force 

majeure and circumstances beyond the control of the Purchaser/Employer); 

¶ Re-bidding shall not be carried out with reference to contracts subject to Bank‘s prior review without the prior concurrence of 

the Bank. The system of rejecting bids outside a pre-determined margin or ―bracket‖ of prices shall not be used in the project;

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¶ Framework arrangements using rate contracts entered into by Directorate General of Supplies & Disposal, (DGS&D) will be 

acceptable   for procurement of goods upto NCB thresholds. Bank‘s Fraud &Corruption clauses will be made a part of supply 

orders.  

¶ Two or three envelope systems shall not be used (in which the bidders simultaneously submit Technical and Financial 

proposals that are opened at different times) except when using e-procurement system assessed and agreed by the Bank. 

¶ Bank‘s right to audit clause shall be included in the NCB document. 

B) Shopping:   

Shopping procedures shall be in accordance with the requirements of paragraph 3.5 of the World Bank procurement 

guidelines. 

Shopping is a procurement method based on comparing price quotations obtained from several national/international 

suppliers (in case of goods and) or from several contractors (in case of civil works), with a minimum of three to 

assure competitive prices. It is an appropriate method for procuring readily available off-the-shelf goods or standard 

specifications commodities of   small value and is ordinarily available from more than one source. Limited Competitive 

Bidding/ Shopping shall be allowed for contracts maximum up to US $ 100,000 for goods/works. 

The following considerations shall be kept in view while adopting this procedure: 

¶ Approval of competent authority should be obtained for items of goods to be purchased along with specifications, estimated 
costs and agencies from which quotations should be invited. 

¶ The requests for quotations shall contain the description, specifications, quantity of the goods, terms of delivery of goods as 

well as desired completion period.  

¶ If the quotations are called for more than one item it should also be indicated whether the evaluation would be for each item 

separately or as a package of all items together. 

¶ Quotations can also be obtained by e-mail or facsimile. The terms of the accepted offer shall be incorporated in a purchase 

order or brief contract. 

¶ Rate Contracts finalized by the Directorate General of Supplies & Disposals (DGS&D) will be acceptable for any procurement 

under applicable shopping thresholds. 

Following points should always be mentioned in the letter of inviting quotations. 

¶ Give description, specifications and quantity. 

¶ Specify that the contract shall be for the full quantity of each item. 

¶ All duties, taxes and other levies payable on the raw material and components shall be included in the total prices.  

¶ Sales tax/other applicable Taxes in connection with the sale shall be shown separately. 

¶ The rates quoted by the bidder shall be fixed for the duration of the contract and shall not be subject to adjustment on any 
account. 

¶ The Prices shall be quoted in Indian Rupees only. 

¶ Each bidder shall submit one quotation. 

C) Direct Contracting        

¶ Goods which meet the requirements of paragraph 3.6 and 3.7 of the World Bank procurement guidelines may be procured 

following Direct Contracting procedures. 

¶ Direct Contracting, proprietary items, such as spare parts, software, up to US $ 10,000 equivalent per contract meeting 

requirements stated in the Procurement Guidelines of the Bank.

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5.5.2. Review of Procurement 

Procurement decisions shall be subject to Prior Review by the Bank as stated in Appendix 1 to the Procurement 

Guidelines. For Prior review by the Bank, PMU will carry out quality check of all procurement documents to be 

prepared by the IAs and then forward the same with its recommendations to the Bank. PMU shall be responsible for 

prior review of all procurement cases upto the threshold in the table below for whic h each IA shall forward the 

complete procurement documents to PMU.

Note: In case small civil works come up during project implementation, shopping threshold shall apply. 

 

A) Prior Review 

      Prior Review will consist of review of: 

ï invitation for bids; 

ï bidding documents; 

ï minutes of pre-bid conference only if it involves amendments ; and amendments to the bidding document 

ï request for extension of bid validity for a period longer than 4 weeks, if it is a first extension and for all subsequent 

extension irrespective of the period 

ï bid evaluation report (suggested format included in the Procurement Procedures brochures); and 

ï ( For information )final contract(s) with checklist (format of checklist included in the Procurement Procedures brochure) for  

obtaining WBR number from the WB 

B) Post Review by Bank (as per Para 5 of appendix-1 of procurement guidelines) of contracts other than 

prior review cases will consist of review of final concluded Contract(s) with checklist and supporting documents. For 

all other cases, PMU shall prior review. PIU shall maintain complete files of all documents to be available for yearly 

reviews by the Bank. 

5.5.3. Important considerations for Procurement  

General considerations are transparency, economy and efficiency, equal opportunity to all eligible bidders and 

encouraging development of domestic contracting and manufacturing industries. 

Bidding Documents: 

¶ The Standard Bidding Documents/ Model bidding documents for procurement of Works and Equipment (NCB respectively) 

shall be used.  

¶ Appropriate qualification & evaluation criteria shall be fixed. 

¶ Detailed design and engineering, including soil investigation, acquisition of land for works and preparation of technical 

specification for equipment, shall be completed before invitation of bids. 

¶ Schedule of rates (based on which estimates are prepared) should be updated regularly taking into account realistic data 

based on the construction methodology to be used, current market prices for materials and labour, and reasonable 

contractor‘s profit. 

¶ Bill of Quantities should have a separate schedule for those general items, which are not covered in analysis of rates adopted 

for estimation. 
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¶ Bidders may quote speculative/non-competitive prices for items with zero quantity in BOQ, as this will not affect the bid 

evaluation.  Hence no item with nil quantity should be included in BOQ. 

¶ Bidding documents should generally avoid submission of samples along with bids by bidders as this requirement discourages 

competition and increases the bid prices.  Alternatively bidders should be requested to confirm that their product meets with 

the required specifications and in support attach appropriate test certificates from recognized testing laboratories.  

¶ No filtration in the sale of bidding document. It should be sold and made available by mail as well, to all whosoever pays the 

required fee and requests for it.  

¶ Where Bidders are not pre-qualified, minimum post qualification criteria should be clearly specified in the bidding document 

and enforced. 

¶ Contractors should be made responsible to provide all materials including Cement and Steel etc. 

¶ Minimum bidding period for NCB -30 days and ICB -45 days (from the date of publication of IFB in press /UNDB or the date 

the documents are made ready for sale, whichever is later). 

¶ Bidding documents should be made available for sale till a day prior to the last date of receipt of bids.  The time for the public 

bid opening should be the same for the deadline for receipt of bids or promptly thereafter (to allow only sufficient time to take 

the bids to the place announced for public bid opening). 

¶ Two or three envelop system will not be used (except when using e-Procurement system assessed and agreed by the Bank). 

Bid Security: 

¶ A fixed amount usually 2 to 5%  for Goods and 1 to 3 %  for Works [For small value purchases and in some specific cases, 

where bid security is considered not essential, for example in vehicles it could be dispensed with] [a system of self-declaration 

by bidders under which a winning bidder who does not sign the contract becomes ineligible for bidding for a specified period is 

provided in the new Guidelines as acceptable alternative]. Bid security should be valid for a period of 4 weeks beyond the 

validity period of the Bids.

¶ Bank guarantees submitted by bidders/contractors/suppliers should be unconditional and be in the specified formats.  Bid and 

performance securities of Joint Ventures should be in the name of all partners in the Joint Venture submitting the bid.  

Publicity of Bid Notices 

¶ Copies to bidders who have expressed interest. 

¶ The complete text of advertisement shall be published in a national newspaper of wide circulation in the National Language 

as defined under paragraph 2.15, or in the official gazette, provided that it is of wide circulation, or on a widely used website 

or electronic portal with free national access. 

Receipt and Opening of Bids 

Bidders could submit their bids either by post or in person or online when electronic bidding is used on any day during 

the bidding period. Bids should be received only at one place and should be kept in safe custody till the stipulated time 

of opening. The time for the bid opening shall be the same as for the deadline for receipt of bids or promptly thereafter, 

and shall be announced, together with the place for bid opening, in the invitation to bid. 
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*All bids received should be opened and read out at the time of bid opening which should be immediately after the 

dead line for submission of bids. All the bids received by the deadline for bid submission at the designated place 

stipulated in the bidding documents shall be opened, irrespective of the number of bids received by such deadline. At 

the bid opening, neither the merits of any bid shall be discussed nor any rejected bid. Bids shall be opened in public; 

bidders or their representatives shall be allowed to be present (in person or online when electronic bidding is used). 

The name of the bidder and total amount of each bid, and of any alternative bids, if they have been requested or 

permitted, shall be read aloud (and posted online when electronic bidding is used) and recorded when opened, and a 

copy of this record shall be promptly sent to the Bank and to all bidders who submitted bids in time. Bids received after 

the time stipulated, as well as those not opened and read out at bid opening, shall not be considered. No bid should 

be rejected at bid opening except for late bids, which shall be returned unopened to the Bidder. Minutes of bid 

opening must be prepared and signed by the bid opening committee and by the representatives of the bidders. A copy 

of bid opening statement for all prior review cases shall be forwarded to the Bank.  

Clarifications or Alterations of Bids 

Except as otherwise provided in paragraphs 2.63 and 2.64 of these Guidelines, bidders shall not be requested or 

permitted to alter their bids after the deadline for receipt of bids. The IA shall ask bidders for clarification needed to 

evaluate their bids but shall not ask or permit bidders to change the substance or price of their bids after the bid 

opening. Requests for clarification and the bidders‘ responses shall be made in writing, in hard copy or by an 

electronic system satisfactory to the Bank 

Bid Evaluation and Award of Contract 

¶ Evaluation of bids should be made strictly in terms of the provisions and criteria disclosed in the bidding document.  

Evaluation report should be drafted on the standard bid evaluation forms prescribed by the Bank. 

¶ Single bids should also be considered for award if it is determined that publicity was adequate, bid specifications/conditions 

were not restrictive or unclear and bid prices are considered reasonable. 

¶ Award should be in favour of the lowest evaluated responsive bidder, who is determined to be qualified to perform the 

contract satisfactorily. 

¶ No preference to any bidder or class of bidders, either for price or for other terms and conditions.  

¶ Evaluation and award decision of bids including the World Bank‘s review should be completed within the initial period of bid 

validity.  An extension of bid validity, if justified by exceptional circumstances shall be requested in writing from all bidders (of 

valid bids only) before the expiration date.  The extension shall be for the minimum period required to complete evaluation, 

obtain necessary approvals and award of contract.  In the case of fixed price contracts the bid validity period may be 

extended a second time only if the bidding documents or the request for extension shall provide for appropriate adjustment of 

the bid price to reflect changes in the cost of inputs for the contract over the period of extension.  Such an increase in the bid 

price shall not be taken into account in the bid evaluation.  In the case of prior review contracts, WB‘s prior approval will  be 

required for (i) a first extension of the bid validity period if the period of extension exceeds 4 weeks; and (ii) any subsequent 

extension of bid validity period. 

¶ If there is undue delay in awarding the contract, the Bank may consider declaring the same as mis-procurement.   

¶ For works valued Rupees ten million and above the construction method(s)/program and quality control details submitted by 

the bidders  should be examined for acceptability before finalizing award recommendation; this should be attached to the 

contract agreement for facilitating monitoring during implementation. 

¶ The system of rejecting bids outside a predetermined margin or bracket of prices will not be used.  Rejection of all bids on 

this account, irrespective of value, should be referred to the Bank for review and issue of no objection In the case of rejection 

of bids due to unreasonably high prices, bidders must be requested to furnish breakdown of unit rates providing justification 

for higher bid prices.  If this justification, after review, is determined rational, contract should be awarded to the lowest 

evaluated responsive bidder.  If not, these bidders must be declared as ineligible in the rebid for that contract.  
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¶ There shall be no negotiation of price with the bidders, even with the lowest evaluated bidder;  

¶ In the case of civil works splitting in award of contracts shall not be carried out.  When two or more bidders quote the prices 

which indicate evidence of collusion, an investigation should be made to determine any evidence of collusion, following 

which: 

i) if collusion is determined, the parties involved should be disqualified and the award should then be made to the next 

lowest evaluated and qualified bidder; and 

ii) if no evidence of collusion can be confirmed, then fresh bids should be invited after receiving the concurrence of the 

W.B. 

¶ Under NCB bids should not be invited on the basis of bidders quoting a percentage premium or discount over the estimated 

cost of the employer. 

¶ During execution of contracts, all material modification or waiver of the terms and conditions of contract or material extension 

of stipulated time or change order which would increase the contract cost by over 15%  should be reported to the Bank in the 

prescribed format and the same shall be subject to prior review by the Bank in case of contracts subject to prior review by the 

Bank. 

¶ Repeat order system is not acceptable. 

¶ In all contracts for works (civil as well as supply / erection), the adjudicator / technical expert or Dispute Review Board should 

be in position / constituted immediately on signing of the Contract Agreement. 

Results of award should be published in Development Business and Gateway for ICB/LIB and Direct Contracting and 

unsuccessful bidders, who seek, should be debriefed. 

5.6 PROCUREMENT OF CONSULTANTS 

5.6.1. Methods of Procurement 

The hiring of consultants will be undertaken through competition among qualified short-listed firms in which the 

selection is based both on the quality of the proposal and on the cost of the services to be provided (Quality and cost-

Based Selection [QCBS]). However, there are some cases when QCBS is not the most appropriate method of 

selection. 

The other acceptable selection procedures in addition to QCBS are as under:  

¶ Quality Based Selection (QBS) 

¶ Fixed Budget Selection (FBS) 

¶ Least Cost Selection  (LCS) 

¶ Selection based on Consultant‘s Qualification (CQS) 

¶ Single Source Selection (SSS)  

¶ Selection of individual consultants  

A) Steps for hiring under QCBS method 

Steps for hiring under QCBS method 

¶ preparation of the Terms of Reference (TOR); 

¶ preparation of cost estimate and the budget; 

¶ advertising; 

¶ preparation of the shortlist of consultants; 

¶ preparation and issue of the Request for Proposal (RFP); 

¶ receipt of proposals; 
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¶ evaluation of technical proposals : consideration of quality; 

¶ evaluation of financial proposal; 

¶ final evaluation of quality and cost incorporating the weightage assigned to quality of the proposal and the cost as quoted ; and 

¶ negotiations and award of the contract to the selected firm. 

¶ publication of award in web and debriefing of unsuccessful consultants. 

a) The Terms of Reference should include: 

¶ Background 

¶ A precise statement of objectives; 

¶ An outline of the tasks to be carried out; 

¶ A schedule for completion of tasks; 

¶ The support/inputs provided by the client; 

¶ The final outputs that will be required of the Consultant; 

¶ Composition of Review Committee (not more than three members) to monitor the Consultant‘s works and procedures for; and 

¶ Midterm review and Progress Reports required from Consultant; 

¶ Outlining of training needs if any; 

¶ Review of the final draft report, 

¶ List of key positions whose CV and experience would be evaluated. 

b) Cost estimate and the budget 

The Cost Estimates or Budget should be based on the PIU‘s assessment of the resources needed to carry out the 

assignment; staff time, logistical support, and physical inputs (for example, vehicles and laboratory equipment).  Costs 

shall be divided in to two broad categories; (a) fee or remuneration and (b) reimbursable and further divided into 

foreign and local costs. 

c) Advertisement 

PIU to prepare and submit to the Bank a Draft REOI notice for advertisement in UNDB. Contracts expected to cost 

more than US $300,000 shall be advertised in UNDB online and National/ newspapers and technical magazines. 

d) Short listing 

PIUs are responsible for preparation of the shortlist and shall give first consideration to those firms expressing interest, 

which possess the relevant qualifications. The shortlists shall comprise of six firms with a wide geographic spread as 

per Guidelines for Selection of Consultants. For the Contract that is expected to cost less than US$ 800,000, the 

shortlist may comprise of entirely national consultants. 

e) Request for Proposals (RFPs) 

The RFP shall include: 

¶ a Letter of Invitation (LOI); 

¶ Information to Consultants; 

¶ the TOR; and 

¶ the proposed contract 

PIUs shall use the appropriate standard RFPs issued by the Bank with changes in Datasheet, Fin forms and 

annexures. 
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f) Evaluation: 

Evaluation of technical proposals shall be done first before opening the Financial Proposal. The Evaluation criteria 

shall be as specified in the information to the consultants. The Technical Evaluation report shall be completed in the 

format prescribed by the Bank. For all prior review cases the Technical evaluation report shall be forwarded to PMU of 

MOUD for ―no objection‖ of the Bank. On receipt of no objection, the financial proposal shall be opened publicly 

followed by their evaluation. Thereafter the combined Technical and Financial evaluation shall be done for final sect ion 

of the consultant and the selected firm shall be invited for negotiation. 

The factors given in Table 5-2 are generally taken into account for evaluation:

* The indiv iduals shall be rated in the following three sub-criteria, as relevant to the task 

¶ General qualifications:  General education and training, length of experience, positions held, time with the consulting firm as 

staff, experience in developing countries and so forth; 

¶ Adequacy for the assignment:  Education, training, and experience in the specific sector, field, subject, and so forth, relevant 

to the particular assignment; and 

¶ Experience in the region:  Knowledge of the local language, culture, administrative system, government organization, and so 

forth. 

g) Negotiations  

Negotiations shall include discussions of the TOR, the methodology, staffing, PIUs inputs, and special conditions of 

contract. 

The selected firm should not be allowed to substitute key staff, unless both parties agree that undue delay in the 

selection process makes such substitution unavoidable or that such changes are critical to meet the objectives of the 

assignment.  Financial negotiations shall include clarification of the consultants' tax liability in the PIU's own country (i f 

any), and how this tax liability has been or would be reflected in the contract. No Financial Negotiation shall take place 

on unit rate when cost is a factor of an evaluation. 

i) Publication of Award 

The award should be published in UNDB/online as indicated above. 

j) Debriefing 

Consultants desirous of knowing why they were not selected should be debriefed. 

B) Other Methods for selection of Consultants 

a) Quality-Based Selection (QBS) 

For complex or highly specialized assignments or those, which invite innovations, high downstream impact etc., 

selection based on the quality of the proposal (Quality-Based Selection [QBS]), would be more appropriate. RFP may 
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request submission of technical proposal only or both technical and financial proposals in separate envelopes. RFP 

shall provide either the estimated budget or the estimated number of key staff time as indicative only. The financial 

proposal and the contract shall then be negotiated. 

b) Fixed Budget selection (FBS) 

This method is appropriate only when the assignment is simple and can be precisely defined. RFP shall indicate the 

available budget and request the consultants to provide their best technical and financial proposals. Consultant who 

submitted the highest ranked technical proposal shall be invited to negotiate. 

c) Selection based on Consultant’s qualifications (CQS) 

This method is used for very small assignments for which the need for preparing and evaluating competitive proposals 

is not justified. In such cases, the employer shall prepare the TOR, request for EOI and consultant‘s experience and 

competence relevant to the assignment, establish a short list, and select the firm with the most appropriate 

qualifications and references. The selected firm shall be asked to submit a combined technical - financial proposal and 

then be invited for negotiating the contract. 

d) Single Source Selection (SSS) 

This method should be discouraged, it is appropriate only if it presents a clear advantage over competition: 

(a) for tasks that represent a natural continuation of previous work carried out by the firm; 

(b) where a rapid selection is essential (emergency operation)  

(c) for very small assignments; or 

(d) When only one firm is qualified or has experience of exceptional worth for the assignment. 

These cases should be identified and agreed between the Borrower and the Bank and should be specified in the Legal 

Agreement. 

Selection of Individual Consultants is resorted to when teams of personnel are not required or no additional outside 

(home office) professional support is required. 

Selection Methods and Thresholds for Consultancy Services are summarised as under:

5.6.2. Review of the Procurement Process 

The review of the complete procurement process for hiring of consultants is a necessity and will be carried out by the 

PMU of MOUD/World Bank and the PIU will be responsible for obtaining their ―No Objection‖ at various stages of 

procurement. 

A) Prior Review 

Procurement Decisions shall be subject to Prior Review by the Bank as stated in Appendix 1 to the Procurement 

Guidelines. For Prior review by the Bank PMU OF MOUD will carry out quality check on all procurement documents to 

be prepared by the IAs and then forward the same with its recommendations to the Bank for prior review. PMU OF 
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MOUD shall be responsible for prior review of all procurement cases upto the threshold in the table below for which 

the IA shall forward the complete procurement documents to PMU OF MOUD. Prior review is generally necessary in 

the following conditions but each Project will be dealt with as per provisions in the Procurement Plan and Legal  

Agreement:

Prior review shall be carried out by the Bank at following stages during the process of procurement: 

¶ Terms of Reference and cost estimates; 

¶ Short List; 

¶ RFP documents containing Letter of Invitation, Information to Consultants and Conditions of Contract;  

¶ Evaluation report of the technical proposals; 

¶ Report after financial / combined evaluation and recommendation of the winning firm (for information only);  

¶ Initialed Negotiated draft contact; and 

¶ Final Contract (to be accompanied by Checklist) for obtaining WBR number from the WB. 

B)  Post Review 

All cases of procurement which do not come under the ambit of Prior Review shall be post reviewed by the Bank.  

Post review covers the final contract along with appendices and copy of evaluation note/award recommendations, 

which should be submitted along with the Checklist. However, Terms of Reference and Consultants contracts for 

assignments of critical nature, as decided by the Bank at the time of reviewing the procurement plans and signing the 

Grant Agreement, will be reviewed by the Bank in all cases, regardless of value. 

5.6.3. Types of Consulting Contracts (Mostly Finalised) 

A) Lump Sum  

Lump Sum contracts are used for assignments in which the content and the duration of the work is clearly defined.  

Payment is made upon delivery of outputs.  The main advantage of this type of contract is that it is easy to administer. 

Examples of Lump Sum contracts include: 

¶ Feasibility Studies 

¶ Environmental Studies 

¶ Detailed design of a standard structure 

B) Time Based 

Time Based contracts are used for assignments in which it is difficult to define the scope and the duration of the 

service to be performed.  Payment is based upon agreed hourly, daily, or monthly rate, plus reimbursable expenses 

using actual expenses or agreed-upon unit prices.  This type of contract provides for a maximum total payable amount 

that includes a contingency amount for unforeseen work and duration, price adjustments etc. Examples of T ime Based 

Contracts include: 

¶ Complex Studies 

¶ Supervision of construction

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Chapter 6. Financial Management 
6.1 INTRODUCTION 

In order to enable consistency and quality in managing the financial aspects of the project, this chapter outlines the 

operating procedures relating to financial management at the national (PMU) and the city level (PIU) implementing 

units. It includes institutional arrangements, fund flow mechanism, budgeting, accounting, auditing and reporting. The 

coverage is by no means exhaustive.  Issues which have not been addressed here would have to be considered on a 

case-by-case basis by the PMU and the PIU as and when they arise during the execution of the project. A separate 

Financial Management Manual (FMM) under the project has also been prepared and could be referred for more 

detailed project implementation procedures. 

6.2 INSTITUTIONAL ARRANGEMENT 

The project will be implemented by 4 different agencies in 3 states, 1 Union Territory of the Union of India and by the 

MoUD at the Central Government level. The implementing agencies include 1 Corporation: Mira-Bhaiyandar, 1 

Transport Undertaking and 2 companies. The IAs will be responsible for all aspects of project implementation. 

Oversight responsibility will vest with state governments, while PMU will exercise limited oversight functions. Control 

framework as per the statutory and governance requirements of the concerned IA will apply. The IAs (through 

professional accountants) will be responsible for maintenance of separate books of accounts, preparation of budgets, 

presentation of claims, following up with GoI on amounts released as ACA,  submission of accounts to external audit 

and taking appropriate action on auditors‘ comments. 

The MoUD acting through a PMU will have limited coordination responsibility with respect to IAs.  MoUD will 

coordinate statutory audit. The scope and reporting of statutory audit will cover all implementing agencies separately. 

To ensure consistency and quality in the financial management function across the different ULB‘S, a Financial 

Management Manual (FMM) has been prepared which consists of accounting policies/procedures, funds flow 

arrangements, and formats for books of account/reporting. 

The PMU will provide training to IAs to carry out all financial reporting, accounting, audit and claims relevant to project 

expenditures so that these are carried out in accordance with the FMM. It may also organize training session on 

Financial Management (FM) for Finance Managers of the PIU before the commencement of the project or during 

implementation, as may be considered necessary. 

PMU and PIUs shall appoint experienced professionals with finance background to handle the FM functions.  Every 

PIU should have at least one finance manager specific to the project. The finance manager of PIU along with the team 

will work in coordination with FM specialist at PMU. All the staffing process will be completed before commencement 

of the actual execution. 

6.3 BUDGETING 

Cost related to GOI‘s package will be included in the respective budgets of MOUD and MOF, under appropriate 

heads.  

For Component 2A and 2B, all the state PIAs will open a dedicated budget head for the project. Each year, all the 

PIAs will prepare annual budgets based on DPR‘s/ procurement plan equivalent to GEF and related counterpart share. 

The PIA accountants will ensure that the budgetary requirement of the PIA (state as well as GEF funds) is 

incorporated into the state budget every year in a timely manner. Also, the PIA needs to ensure drawl of the budget 

into the dedicated bank account of the project.

6.4 ACCOUNTING 

Accounting for the project will be carried out on cash basis and include the following important features:  

¶ Expenditure will be recorded at the time of payments to contractors, consultants and suppliers;  

¶ Advances made to contractors / suppliers for mobilization advance against bank guarantee will qualify as eligible expenditure  

for reimbursement from GEF. 

¶ All commitments will also be reflected in IUFR (Interim unaudited financial report). 

A register of fixed assets indicating assets created/acquired through the project will also be maintained which gives 

information relating to quantity and location. Further, it will be reconciled with financial books on periodic basis. 

The PIUs will prepare Annual Financial Statements (AFS) which will comprise the following: 

A. Statement of Sources and Application of Funds for Project Cost. 

B. Schedules Annexed to Project Financial Statements: 

i. An Annual Statement reconciling the claims received and actual expenditures made, both quarterly and 
annually.  

ii. Statement comparing budgeted estimates with actual expenditures by the PIA; and 

iii. Statement of Commitments by the PIA for the sub-project.  

C. Significant Accounting Policies and Explanatory Notes 

6.5 FINANCIAL REPORTING 

6.5.1. Interim Unaudited Financial Report 

The PIU will submit Quarterly IUFR to PMU in formats given in Appendix 1 of the FMM. The IUFR will broadly consist 

of the following: 

A. Expenditure for the Quarter 
B. Cumulative Expenditure to date 
C. Claimable amount for Period Claim Reconciliation Sheet 
D. Budget Vs Actual Expenditure 
E. Statement of commitments 

6.6 INTERNAL CONTROL AND AUTHORISATION PROCESS 

Internal control will be needed both at PMU and PIU level. 

PMU: The responsibilities of the PMU as per the FMM include control procedures such as procedure for endorsement 

of the IUFRs, system of conducting the Statutory Audit, compliance of the Audit observations etc. 

PIU PIUs have been formed under the Municipal act of the states or Companies Act or Union Territory. Authorisation 

process / Internal Control procedures remains same as applicable to respective PIA for their other activities. In 

addition to the existing procedures system and processes defined in FMM will also be followed. 

6.7 AUDIT ARRANGEMENT  

6.7.1. Statutory Audit 

The audit of the project will be limited to activities funded out of GEF grant. The statutory audit of the project accounts 

for MoUD and Chandigarh PIA will be carried out by the C&AG through its offices in the respective states/UT in 

accordance with the agreed ToR. The same needs to be agreed with the office of the C&AG before negotiations.  
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For other PIAs, since these are audited by CA firms with supplementary audit by the C&AG, MoUD will appoint a CA 

firm empanelled with the C&AG as a project auditor, which will audit the PIAs and submit the audit report to the MoUD. 

This arrangement has been confirmed with the PIAs.

Frequency: The Audit will be conducted on an Annual basis. The terms of reference of C&AG Auditor and CA have 

been enclosed in Appendix 4-1 and Appendix 4-2 respectively of the FMM. 

The MOUD and Chandigarh will make an appropriate request to the respective field offices of the C&AG promptly after 

legal agreements have been signed.   

6.8 FUND FLOW SCHEDULES AND MECHANISMS 

The Government of India (GoI) will open a Designated Account (DA) in Reserve Bank of India to receive 

disbursements from the World Bank. The Bank would provide an initial advance on the basis of requirements by PIA 

towards the Designated Account for the project. The Bank will disburse funds quarterly based on the IUFRs submitted 

by MOUD which will be based on actual expenditure. They will be accompanied by detailed Statements of Sources 

and Uses of Funds which will report actual expenditures and all other statements outlined in the Interim Unaudited 

Financial Reports (IUFRs). These quarterly IUFRs will be reconciled with Audited Annual Financial Statements every 

year and ineligible expenses will be recouped. 

6.8.1. Fund Flow for Component 1 and UT of Chandigarh under Component 2 

The GEF grant is to be sourced through the World Bank. Chandigarh being a Union Territory (UT) will also follow this 

fund flow mechanism along with the MOUD and they will use the upfront budget provision created for the project. 

MoUD and Chandigarh will then submit a request for reimbursement against the expenditure incurred to CAAA after 

taking clearance from the World Bank. CAAA will submit a reimbursement request to the World Bank, which after 

review will reimburse the amount to CAAA. The World Bank will seek the funds directly from GEF. The Figure 6.1 

shows the fund flow mechanism to be followed for accessing funds under the component 1 and by Chandigarh.

6.8.2. GoI Funds 

To access the GoI funds under this component the PMU will send a request to the MoUD (refer Figure 6.2). The 

MoUD will then directly undertake procurement and disbursement for the proposed activity from its own allocated 

budget as per its own guidelines.

6.8.3. Fund Flow for Component 2 (remaining 3 PIUs) 

The component 2 of the ESCBS, as advised by the Planning Commission and DEA, will be under state sector, i.e. 

after receiving endorsement for the proposed projects from the MoUD the funds will be transferred directly to the state 

government except in the case of Chandigarh. The proposed fund flow for the component is through three sources: 

¶ GoI – NURM Funds 

¶ GEF grant through World Bank 

¶ MoUD grant for Technical Assistance 

GEF
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6.8.4. GoI – NURM Funds (Bus funding) 

All the cities selected under this component are NURM cities; therefore major source of funding for these cities would 

be from NURM as per their prescribed norms and procedures. As per the NURM guidelines, the implementing agency 

will submit the request to the State Level Nodal Agency (SLNA) for funding. The SLNA will review the request and 

forward it to the MoUD, which will then put it up to the Central Sanctioning and Monitoring Committee (CSMC). Once 

endorsed by CSMC, the request for release of fund is then sent to MoF which directly transfers the funds to SLNA, 

which then in turn passes it on to the IA (Figure 6.3a). 

6.8.5. GEF Grant  

To seek the GEF grant, the PIU will have to send a request to PMU / MOUD. The Ministry would review the request 

and forward it to CAAA after receiving clearance from Task Team Leader of the World Bank. After scrutiny of the same 

the CAAA will forward it to the World Bank for release of money. The CAAA will  receive and then release the funds to 

the state government, which will pass it on to the PIU (Figure 6.3b).

6.8.6. MoUD Grant for Urban Transport Studies 

The MoUD grant is available to cities undertaking technical study in the field of urban transport. To seek this grant, the 

project cities will have to follow all conditions stipulated in the ministry‘s letter no. D.O. No. K-14011/ 1/2007-UTdated 

26th August, 2008. Funds will be released upto a maximum of 80% of the cost of the consultancy on submission of 

utilisation certificate by the IA.  
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Chapter 7. Monitoring and Evaluation 
Framework 

7.1 MONITORING AND EVALUATION FRAMEWORK 

Monitoring and Evaluation (M&E) of projects provides funding agencies, implementing agencies, governments and 

civil society with a means for learning from past experience which in turn would enable better performance, improve 

quality, plan and allocate resources in a cost effective manner and get better results.  

M&E is required for two purposes. The first is for the M&E of project implementation while the second is for the M&E of 

project outcomes. In either case, M&E has to be done using a set of performance indicators.  

7.2 PERFORMANCE INDICATORS 

Performance indicators are measures of inputs, processes, outputs, outcomes, and impacts for projects and 

programs. When supported with sound data collection—perhaps involving formal surveys—analysis and reporting, 

indicators enable project managers to track progress, demonstrate results, and take corrective action to improve 

service delivery. Involvement of key stakeholders i.e. the PIU in defining indicators is important because they are then 

more likely to understand and use indicators for management decision-making. 

7.3 M&E OF PROJECT IMPLEMENTATION 

During implementation, each project implementation unit (PIU) including the PMU shall monitor and evaluate progress 

and results against a work plan and results framework. The PIU team members should meet at least once every 

month to review the progress in implementing the detailed work plan developed at the commencement of the 

project/program.  The specific aims of these meetings would be to monitor timelines and expenditures in the 

completion and delivery of scheduled activities and outputs respectively, and highlight exceptions. At these meetings 

Managers of ongoing contracts awarded to implement various components, should submit a report on:  

¶ Proportion of scheduled activities that were commenced and completed on time. 

¶ Proportion of scheduled expenditure incurred for the activities undertaken 

¶ Details of activities that were started or finished late 

¶ Problems that were experienced or are anticipated and proposed remedial actions 

¶ Major activities planned for the next month. 

 
Each PIU shall send a quarterly progress report to the PMU summarizing the above aspects. 

7.4 M&E OF PROJECT OUTCOMES 

A results framework for this project which sets out the expected linkages between project/program interventions, and 

the Project‘s/Program‘s Development Objective (PDO) has been given at Appendix 7. This framework delineates 

outcome and output indicators for each PDO and associated intermediate outcomes. PMU and PIUs shall use the 

identified indicators to monitor and evaluate the project outcomes. To avoid collecting redundant, or, an excessive 

volume of underutilized data, indicators should: 

¶ Correspond to the PDO/intermediate outcome/output 

¶ Be credible 

¶ Be derived from reliable data that is currently or can be easily collected 

¶ Be straightforward 
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Each indicator should have a baseline and target values. A baseline value represents the value of the indicator prior to 

implementation of a project/program. All PIUs and PMU should establish the baseline values prior to project 

implementation. Baseline and time series data can be collec ted through a variety of methods including mining existing 

data repositories, rapid appraisal methods, surveys, expert panels, key informant interviews, extraction from other data 

sources, ad hoc studies etc.  Each method has its advantages and disadvantages with respect to data quality and 

collection cost. Formal data collection methods (e.g., large-scale random sample surveys) typically deliver excellent 

quality data, but, the cost of data collection is high. Informal methods (e.g. key informant interviews) typically produce 

low quality data but also cost much less. 

Two results framework have been prepared for undertaking M& E of the project implementation and its impacts. 

Appendix 7.1 lists indicators to be used by Project cities to monitor the improvements in city bus operations due to 

project initiatives and by the PMU to track progress of implementation of tasks under Component 1. These indicators 

seek to assess the reliability, attractiveness, safety, efficiency, sustainability and financial viability, important criteria for 

evaluating the performance of a modern city bus service. It is recommended that the PIUs frame a monitoring regime 

for monitoring these performance indicators on a regular basis.    

The PIUs should also periodically review targets for reasonableness, and where necessary revise them in consultation 

with the PMU. 

Appendix 7.2 lists indicators to be used by the PIUs for Physical & Financial Progress Monitoring of project 

implementation.  This table shall be filled for each quarter of project implementation till its completion by the PIUs and 

duly shared with the PMU within 15 days of closing of the quarter.   

7.5 DATA COLLECTION AND REPORTING BY THE PIU 

Each PIU and the PMU shall identify appropriate indicators for monitoring and evaluation of the project 

implementation. PIUs will draft a format that would specify how, where and when baseline and time series data is to be 

collected, collated, analyzed and presented.  

The PIU should prepare quarterly reports which narrate the activities completed, and outputs and outcomes delivered 

by the program highlighting successes; constraints; and whether planned targets were achieved or otherwise. This 

should be presented on a component by component basis. In addition to its own findings, the PIU could also rely on 

external evaluations to mitigate any risks associated with not meeting the PDO. Such independent evaluators could 

advise on: 

¶ Whether the project‘s/program‘s essential elements are in place 

¶ Whether the PDO and other targets are likely to be met  

¶ The impacts of any unexpected developments that have taken place since project initiation 

¶ Impact on project/program beneficiaries and whether positive impacts can be sustained 

¶ Steps to be taken to enhance the project/program benefits as implementation progresses. 

The PIU should establish a MIS - preferably a computerized system - which can be used to store baseline and time 

series data, and generate reports. Such reports should be available for public access on a website created for this 

project and feedback received should also be published. M & E reports shall be submitted to the PMU within 3 weeks 

from the end of the quarter covered.   

7.6 REPORTING BY THE PMU 

The PMU will prepare composite quarterly project reports to describe the physical progress in all project cities, as well 

as outputs and outcomes delivered by the program highlighting successes; constraints; and whether planned targets 
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were achieved or otherwise.  These project reports will be sent to the World Bank not later than 45 days after the end 

of the quarter covered by such report. 

7.7 MONITORING AND REPORTING OF ESMF 

An officer in PIU shall be designated as the Environment & Social Safeguards officer to ensure compliance of the 

project activities with the World Bank safeguards as well as oversee implementation of environment and social 

provisions as per the ESMF, EMP and RAP wherever applicable. The objectives of Monitoring and Evaluation include: 

¶ Successful completion of Environmental management, R&R activities identified in the EMP and R&R plan as per the 

implementation schedule; and 

¶ Compliance with the Environmental policy, R&R policy and entitlement framework.  

The safeguards officer shall play a key role in reporting the progress of implementation as well as compliance to the 

PIU, PMU and the World Bank. Reporting system recommended in the ESMF needs to be adopted with due 

modifications specific to the project. The aspects to be monitored are presented below:  

¶ For R&R activities: - Census Survey Notification, Socio-economic profile, Relocation plan for common property resources & 

cultural property and Grievance Redressal. 

¶ For EA activities: - Air Quality at Sensitive Receptors, Noise Levels at Sensitive Receptors, Surface Water Quality Rivers in 

the vicinity of project areas, Benefits and Survival Rate of Plantation

¶ Improved passenger responsiveness through ITS including PIS/AVLC/AFCS etc 

¶ Improved operations utility through Management Information Systems (MIS) for improved planning (crew and bus scheduling, 

inventory management, vehicle health monitoring diagnostics, performance monitoring in bus depots etc.) 

¶ Fuel efficiency practices including better drivers' training and maintenance practices  

¶ Marketing & Branding plan  

¶ Capacity building and other technical assistance requirements 

Accordingly, the <Implementing Agency> wants to prepare a CBMP/ and DPR for modernization of city bus services.  

The <Implementing Agency> desires to appoint a reputed Consulting Firm to prepare a detailed project report for each 

of the projects listed above and the terms of reference for such services are described herewith. 

2.  Overall Scope of Services 

Main objective of this assignment is to prepare a CBMP/ and DPR to enable the implementation of the proposed 

project in the city of <Name of City>.

G. Propose monitorable measures to evaluate the impact of the project

I. Implementation Arrangements 

J. Capacity Building and Technical Assistance 

2.2  Part II: DPR for Depot Construction, <in case of new depot construction> 

The DPR preparation for depot construction would include the following main tasks: 

A. Undertaking engineering surveys (topographic and soil testing),  
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B. Prepare best suited design option for undertaking construction 

C. Undertake rate analysis and prepare bill of quantities 

D. Prepare  all required drawings 

E. Environmental and social impact assessment and management plan 

2.3  Part III: DPR for ITS/MIS 

This would include preparation of the detailed design for the ITS/MIS component including technical and general 

specifications. 

A. Detailed assessment of ITS/MIS requirement 

B. Proposed software/hardware 

C. Detailed specifications 

D. Cost estimates 

2.4  Part III: Bid Document Preparation  

A. Bid documents of depot construction, if required 

B. Bid documents for procurement of depot equipments 

C. Bid documents for procurement of ITS/MIS software/hardware 

3.  Detailed Scope of Services 

The details of subtasks to be undertaken under the overall scope of services outlined above would include the 

following but these shall not be construed as exhaustive.  Consultants shall supplement these with additional tasks, 

which may be found to be necessary for each specific project. 

3.1  Part I: City Bus Modernization Plan 

The scope of work under Part I is to prepare a Comprehensive Bus Modernization Plan for <Implementing 

Agency>including the main items outlined below based on a needs analysis: 

 

A. Bus Operations Plan 

1. The Consultant must use available data and information from existing reports on city operations and carry out 

all necessary primary surveys to identify the demand and targets for ridership and network development.  

2. The plan should provide for a comprehensive route planning and rationalization exercise downstream and the 

attendant benefits there-from. 

3. The consultant must study the operations modalities of the existing bus services and in discussion with the 

Client, first prepare a bus operations strategy taking into account the optimum requirement of bus fleet by the 

horizon year.  The plan must take into account the age and condition of the existing buses and then provide 

the number of prospective buses that will be added to the fleet. 

4. After finalizing the fleet requirement assess the requirements of bus maintenance facilities and depot 

requirements. 

5. Undertake a preliminary feasibility assessment (especially on bus procurement) of the scale up plan. 

6. Lastly, define a bus fleet operations plan with detailed service plan.  

B. Depot Modernization Plan including equipment upgradation requirements 

The plan must include but may not be limited to the following: 

1. Undertake bus maintenance equipments needs assessment 

2. Identify modern equipment requirements with possible energy efficiency level; 

3. Depot layout plans 

4. Depot maintenance strategy 

5. Undertake a DPR preparation of new depots, if required 
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C. ITS/MIS needs assessment 

The consultant must conduct a detailed requirement and feasibility analysis for the design and implementation of 

ITS/MIS for the bus service. This will include an assessment of the key business processes at <implementing 

agency>and identify how these business processes will be updated or transformed with these interventions. The 

consultant should avail of the guidance and the resource materials of the ITS toolkit and the fare collection toolkit 

developed by the World Bank (and other resources). The components could include the following, but not be limited to:  

1. Develop MIS for improved planning and operations 

2. Audio-Visual Passenger Information System (PIS) 

3. Security Camera Network System (SCN) 

4. Modern far collections equipment – Electronic Ticket Issuing Machines (ETIM) and Smart Cards compatible 

with Common Mobility Card 

5. Automatic Vehicle Location System (AVL), GPS/GPRS systems 

6. Vehicle Health Monitoring and Diagnostics (VHMD) 

7. Bus and crew scheduling, inventory and maintenance management etc. 

8. Performance Monitoring in the Bus Depot, terminals, pick up points and bus shelters 

9. Develop a control centre for entire operation including data collection, analysis, archiving and generating 

reports. 

In order to carry out above subtasks, the Consultants must prepare an overall system architecture and an in -vehicle 

architecture, prepare functional and system requirement specifications and give all necessary technology and software 

options. 

D. Assessment of the Environmental and Social Impact and Mitigation Plans 

i. The consultant must assess the environmental and social impacts of the project and suggest mitigation 

measures as required. This includes – Identification of all significant construction and operation phase 

activities that can lead  to negative impacts in terms on air and noise pollution, water pollution, visual 

intrusion, community severance, impacts on vegetation and land degradation, loss of structure and income 

etc and incorporation of mitigation measures in the ESMP to minimize the negative impacts.

iv. Service Promotion Plan - The marketing and branding plan must enlist use of all forms of marketing formats 

such as hoardings, newspaper inserts, newsletters, contests and prizes, pamphlets etc. and must make a 

block cost assessment of the activity and factor the same into financial plan. 

F. Fuel Efficiency Program 

Drivers‘ training and improved maintenance practices and other fuel efficiency measures which are known to have a 

significant impact on fuel performance will form one of the modernization strategies for the IA. The Consultant is 

expected to develop a sustainable fuel efficiency program including M&E indicators which are objective, measurable, 

monitor able and can be linked to an incentive for the drivers. A pilot program is ongoing which may be considered 

while preparing this program based on the future scale up plan of the IA.  
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G. Propose monitorable measures to evaluate the impact of the project 

H. Financial Feasibility 

i. The plan should give detailed cost estimates of each component that is being recommended for the purpose 
of achieving the objectives of the project. 

ii. The consultant must quantify the benefits of the proposed plan. 
iii. An appropriate 4 year phasing plan must be developed. 
iv. Conduct a financial analysis for the project factoring in all cost assessments and benefits made under various

i. Analysis of engineering surveys (topographic and soil testing) undertaken 
ii. Design options for undertaking construction 
iii. Rate analysis and bill of quantities

3.3  Part III: DPR for ITS/MIS 

This would include preparation of the detailed design for the ITS/MIS component including technical and general 

specifications. 

The consultant shall develop tender documents for the ITS/MIS system including detailed specifications, general terms 

& conditions, payment method, scope of work for the above mentioned systems.  

3.4  Part IV: Bid Document Preparation  

After the acceptance of the CBMP/ and DPRs, the Consultant shall undertake preparation of a procurement plan and 

tender documents as per prescribed guidelines for procurement of goods/ work/ services under the project. These 

documents shall be prepared for appointing a civil works contractor for depot construction (if required), procurement of 

depot equipments and ITS/ MIS systems.

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APPENDIX 2.3: PROJECT APPRAISAL CRITERIA FOR DEMONSTRATION PROJECTS 

BACKGROUND 

The appraisal of the demonstration projects is an important step towards accessing of GEF grant and implementation 

of the projects. The City Bus Modernisation Plans (CBMPs) and DPRs of the selected projects need to fulfil guidelines 

and parameters laid out by the World Bank. One of the prerequisites for accessing assistance under this project is that 

the city has received buses under the NURM bus funding scheme.  

The prerequisites for accessing investment assistance are that the: 

a. the city is eligible for assistance. 

b. has a population between 1-4million. 

c. the city has prepared a CBMP comprising techno-commercial analysis,, risk assessment, environment and social 

assessment and management plans, funding plan, an implementation plan and has the requisite implementation 
arrangement. 

d. the proposal complies with statutory requirements. 

The project proposals shall be subject to the guidelines set out for CBMP and DPR preparation in Annexure 2.2 of this 

Operations Manual. 

TECHNICAL APPRAISAL CRITERIA 

The CBMP and DPRs submitted for funding under the GEF-ESCBS should cover all the below listed requisites:  

¶ Description of the overall urban transport developmentstrategy for the city and identification of bus operations strategy 

proposed.  

¶ Details of all Engineering, Traffic, Environmental and User surveys relevant to the project that were carried out and present the 

base line scenario. 

¶ Formulation of infrastructure and services development plan for atleast the next 10 years. .  

¶ Prioritization of the proposed developments and preparation of annual development plans for the next 4 years.  

¶ Assessment of the environmental and social impacts of the project and final suggestions on safeguards and mitigation 

measures if any. Incase of new depot construction, the ESIA and ESMP should be approved and disclosed. 

¶ A detailed design of physical infrastructure, bill of quantities and cost estimate costs in case of depot construction being a part 

of the project proposal.  

¶ A Procurement Plan and bid documents for all the works, goods and services required for implementing the project in the first 
18months. 

¶ Monitoring and evaluation indicators for the project outcomes and fix the frequency of project monitoring.  

FINANCIAL APPRAISAL CRITERIA 

A budget head at the State level needs to be created for all Implementing Agencies and a separate bank account 

opened to receive project finds. In addition, the PIUs should have appointed a finance manager in their team. 

SOCIAL AND ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT ASSESSMENT 

Most of the sub- component proposed under this project Component limit to modernization of bus depots with new 

equipment and ITS/MIS, which are confined to depot premises and buses. Further, land for new depots is generally 

available with the IAs/State Government. Therefore, land acquisition is not envisaged under this project. No land 

acquisition appears to be needed. However, relocating on-street vendors, squatter etc cannot be ruled out completely.   

The social and environmental assessment of the demonstration projects would be based entirely on the ESMF 

document prepared for the GEF-ESCBSP. The most important appraisal criteria would be the following: 

¶ Environmental & Social Screening - Whether proper identification of environmentally and socially sensitive areas has been 
carried out; 
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¶ Environmental & Social Impact Assessment (ESIA) -Whether assessment of the broad social and environmental impacts 
due to the implementation of the project activities has been done in the ESIA., which includes – Identification of all significant 

construction and operation phase activities that can lead to negative impacts in terms on air and noise pollution, water 
pollution, visual intrusion, community severance, impacts on vegetation and land degradation, loss of structure and income 
etc; 

¶ Environmental & Social Mitigation Plan (ESMP) -Incorporation of mitigation measures in the ESMP to minimize the 
negative impacts like - Undertaking quantitative/qualitative assessment of environmental and social impacts to provide 

requisite understanding of such impacts to all stakeholders and identify environmental and social management measures that 
will restrict the negative impacts to acceptable levels; and 

¶ Consultation & Disclosure –Whether the ESIA/EMP and RAP (if required) have been disclosed and consulted with 
stakeholders/affected persons and comments have been incorporated. 

The above specifications have to be a mandatory part of all the CBMPs and DPRs submitted under this project, 
wherever there are considerable environment and social impacts of the projects. 

INSTITUTIONAL ARRANGEMENT FOR PROJECT IMPLEMENTATION 

The institutional arrangement required for the implementation of the project has been outlined in the Chapter 3 of this 

document. All the implementing agencies are required to set up a PIU specifically for implementing the GEF-ESCBSP. 

However, the PIUs set up under the NURM can also be designated the PIU of this project but it should have all the 

required technical expertise. 

The PIU team should have the following 6 posts: 

¶ Project Manager; 

¶ Finance Manager; 

¶ Environment/ Social Safeguard Officer (as required);  

¶ Bus Transport Specialist;  

¶ Procurement Specialist and 

¶ A full time Project Officer (could be any of the above or a dedicated individual)  

The Project Manager of the PIU shall be an appointee of the IA and shall represent the IA.
